It seeks to enhance regional capacity to reduce vulnerability to the effects of natural hazards through development of national hazard mitigation policies and implementation programmes, the promotion of the wider use of hazard information in development decisions. For two years, I was the National GIS coordinator of the British Virgin Islands, on contract to the local Government.  I designed a framework for the National GIS (NGIS) process, with technical training, application, data  and policy interventions.  I started a technical steering group and head of department group.  I created a new database structure that was more easily manageable, and catalogued 250 datasets in a metadatabase.  I helped to start GIS Day in the territory, which in its second year extended GIS to the schools on all the islands.  I was involved in many national projects, including a Charrette for planning the future of the Capital, Road Town.  I involved many different departments in becoming part of the NGIS, including Environmental Health, Disaster Management, National Parks Trust, Planning, Public Works, Surveys, Fire service, Agriculture.

Island Systems Management

From many ideas of integrated coastal zone management extended to the environment of small islands, a GIS framework was designed which divided the BVI into environmental management units; watersheds on land and marine units in the sea, and both resource and monitoring datasets were integrated with activity, planning, pollution and jurisdiction information to characterise resource assessment, critical indicators of environment health, carrying capacity and protection.  

Environmental Monitoring Databases

I developed a series of environmental monitoring databases using Microsoft Access to cover the routine monitoring programmes of the Conservation and Fisheries department, ensured that they were suitable for GIS, produced the regular reports and summaries needed for routine and exceptional department operations, and wrote detailed protocols to produce the written institutional history for the department.  The databases included Seagrass monitoring, water quality monitoring, beach litter collection, development control, oil pollution and Hazardous Material Locations.

RAMSES 1997-2001

DFID and FAO funding has been available on a series of projects supporting the development of information systems and capacity building for biogeographical analysis of desert locust operations throughout Saharan Africa, Arabia and Southern Asia.  The Natural Resources Institute was a centre of excellence in locust reporting, with a long legacy, and these projects built on the substantial experience to produce robust systems in partner countries.  My role was to design and write an Arcview interface on to a database of locust reporting that allowed locust siting information to be integrated with meteorological, control and environmental information.  Local Systems for Eritrea, Yemen and Mauritania (in French) were developed and a regional system was also written.  I gave substantial training in Eritrea and Mauritania and helped write manuals and training courses, as well as make design changes and give technical support to country.

LAKE TANGANYIKA BIODIVERSITY PROJECT 1999-2001

A large scale Global Environmental Fund project to improve the management of the environment of Lake Tanganyika had been in operation for 3 years when I joined the team.  I helped design a method for integrating geographical information from the four nations, DR Congo, Burundi, Tanzania and Zambia, catalogue in a metadatabase and use it in a specially designed Arcview based interface.  I conducted a regional review of the data and facilities existing and designed and implemented training courses in English and French in the use of GIS and metadatabase management.  Helped gather material for website – www.ltbp.org and started a GIS newsletter.

LAND USE CHANGE IN TSETSE CONTROLLED AREAS OF ZIMBABWE 1993-1997

A series of DFID funded projects allowed the mapping of land use change in northern Zimbabwe and comparison with the tsetse control and other factors, and in one project look at social and economic effects of initiatives such as CAMPFIRE.  My role initially was to assist the field mapping and interpretation of historical Landsat Imagery.  In the second project I was the field team leader and supervised part of the interpretation.  I also conducted training in GIS techniques at the national tsetse control centre in Harare and gave GIS support to various projects, including remote sensing interpretation support to ILRI for an Ethiopian tsetse project.

KUMASI NATURAL RESOURCES MANAGEMENT 1997 

Part of a team conducting a  DFID funded research project in the Peri Urban Interface to achieve the sustained improvement in productivity of natural resources in Kumasi city region.  Role in project was to assist development of a GIS database and ArcView based interface plus metadatabase to support the range of research areas (including socio economic studies, water usage, urbanisation, land use planning and aerial photography), installation at the University of Science and Technology, Kumasi and training of a metadatabase manager.
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
