12. Key Qualifications

Over a 45-year postgraduate career since my first degree in geology, I have developed an unique expertise in remote sensing and land resource assessment: firstly with airphoto interpretation to produce soils engineering maps in southern Africa, then as part of my Ph D for geomorphological mapping in the Scottish Cairngorm Mountains, before devoting most of my career to producing land system/land suitability maps of the tropical world from interpretation of aerial photographs and satellite and radar imagery.  In addition, I have managed multidisciplinary resource assessment and forestry projects.  I have produced remote sensing manuals for Tanzania and Indonesia, which provide advice on the realities of remote sensing, indicating what is feasible and what is not.  I have also written many papers and book contributions on remote sensing, and was the principal author for a series of land resource assessment studies of Belize.  My career has been a mixture of managing projects, promoting and developing the application of remote sensing, training and more recently land use planning.  I also developed a method of using remote sensing software for land cover mapping from satellite imagery at 1:50,000 scale, combining both visual and automated interpretation.
