Trained as an applied ecologist, I have over 35 years experience of working in the environment sector, notably in environmental assessment, wetland and water resource management, hydropower development, wildlife research, ecotoxicology and pest management.  Most of this work has been done in less developed countries, mainly in eastern, central and southern Africa and South-east Asia, where I have worked for a variety of employers, including major donors and investment banks, an international conservation NGO, government departments and private companies.

Functionally I have experience of situation analysis (policies, laws, institutions, natural resources, production systems, socio-economic conditions); preparing EIAs and environmental management plans; advisory support for capacity building; project identification; proposal writing; project management, project monitoring and evaluation, and technical inputs to projects.  The latter has included biodiversity surveys, often in remote areas and involving aerial survey techniques, data processing, quality control and report preparation.  My work has led to numerous publications on tropical ecology, species conservation, birds, insects and ecotoxicology, many in peer-reviewed journals.

Previously employed by the UK-based Natural Resources Institute, and by IUCN – The World Conservation Union, I have worked as an independent consultant since 1996.
